Qualitative Inquiry in (Post?)Pandemic Times: Issues, Challenges, and
Future Directions

The global community of qualitative inquiry is in constant flux, moving in several
directions at the same time: post-interpretive paradigms are on the rise; older paradigms
and traditional approaches are being reconfigured; hybrid paradigms are emerging
alongside new geographies of knowledge and new decolonizing epistemologies; and the
ontological turn in social theory over the last 10 years especially has led to a rethinking of
the grounds upon which conventional humanist qualitative research is based. This keynote
paper is thus animated by the following guiding question: What is the role of qualitative
research in a historical present when the need for social justice has never been greater? In
addressing this question, | will attend to various issues, challenges, and provocations facing
qualitative inquiry, especially as we look toward a post-pandemic future.

Michael D. Giardina (PhD, University of lllinois) is Professor of Physical Culture and
Qualitative Inquiry in the College of Education at Florida State University. He is the author
or editor of more than 25 books, including "Collaborative Futures in Qualitative Inquiry:
Research in a Pandemic"(with Norman K. Denzin; Routledge, 2021) and "Physical Culture,
Ethnography, and the Body"(with Michele K. Donnelly; Routledge, 2017). He is the Co-Editor
of Qualitative Inquiry, Co-Editor of Cultural Studies Critical Methodologies, Co-Editor of
International Review of Qualitative Research, Co-editor of three book series on qualitative
inquiry for Routledge, and Director of the International Congress of Qualitative Inquiry (ICQl).
He is also the co-editor (with Norman K. Denzin, Yvonna S. Lincoln, and Gaile S. Cannella)
of the SAGE Handbook of Qualitative Research, 6th Edition (forthcoming).

Reapproaching “Figures of Man” amid Technological Innovation:
Analytics of Subtle Energies and Educational Futures

The geopoliticization of what is now called Planet Earth has entailed the emergence
of various iterations of humanism, upon which nationalism, educating children and youth in
finite classrooms and online, and conducting fieldwork have been predicated.

Disability Studies Initiative, and the Public Humanities. She works in the fields of curriculum
history, philosophy of education, and global studies and their intersection with a wider
curriculum studies discipline. Her research deploys primarily postfoundationalist, historical,
exonationalist, and interview-based approaches to the interrogation of reality claims within
the politics of knowledge/wisdom. She has published widely in educational philosophy,
curriculum studies, history of education, disability studies, and cultural studies journals.

The Roles of Universities as a Base for Social Innovation

Since the 2000s, universities have taken the role of a center for creating a social innovative
ecosystem, a movement that promotes social innovation in local communities in Japan. This
movement began when Keio University, Waseda University, and Tokyo University actively accepted
the role of universities as a base for social innovation as their social responsibility. Chukyo University,
where | work, has also created a 'social innovation program' in the central region for about five years,
in which industry and local governments work together with civil society leaders, and | was one of
the founders of the program.

The Japanese government was also active in policies to create new social values in innovative
ways through collaboration between local governments, industry, and civil society organizations using llkyung, Ra
universities as a base. Working closely with them, | have put efforts into redefining the university
as a 'social enterprise’ in the field of education and stimulated the entrepreneurship of faculty and
staff in charge of social innovation programs. Also, in order for universities to play a sustainable role Professor,
as an innovation hub, it is necessary, | believe, to accumulate ‘social capital’ such as trust, reciprocal
norms, networks which is the basis for cooperation among stakeholders in the local community. If
social capital can be accumulated in the local community even if the government's policy on social Japan
innovation changes, then social capital could still produce innovative achievements, and such a result
positively affects the accumulation of social capital again. For that reason, | wanted to make a ‘good
circle’ creating and maintaining such values and capital. In other words, | expected that a good cycle
relationship between innovation and social capital. In this presentation, | will review the activities
of universities as a base for social innovation in Japan over the past 20 years, along with my own
experiences.

Dr. llkyung Ra is a professor at Chukyo University in Japan. After graduating from the Department
of Political Science and Diplomacy (B.A.) at Yonsei University's College of Social Sciences and the
Department of Political Science (MA) at the same graduate school, he received his Ph.D. in Political

For a global Bandung School

Thoughts on forming a global Bandung School (BS) were a result of the “Bandung/
Third World 60 Years Project” (2015-16) with a proposal for an agenda: “Another World
— Decolonizing the Earth”, a vision to move towards a “grounded global intellectual
movement” by building locally grounded BSs. The mission is to transform existing modes
of thought, intellectual and popular, exemplified by the modern nation-state/education
system, where our modes of knowledge, mind, body, desire and worldview have been
shaped immensely to the effect of "We are all foreigners”, foreign to our histories, local Kuan-Hsing Chen
conditions, and commoners living next to us.

Kuan-Hsing Chen is a critical theorist based in Taiwan and a self-claimed Bandungist. He Professor,
received his Ph.D. in Journalism and Mass Communication from the University of lowa, USA. Bandung School,
After his academic training and teaching in North America, he moved back to Taiwan to Bandung/Taipei,
develop his postcolonialist exploration into the future of Asia. He began utilizing resources Taiwan

from Asia rather than continuing to import Western knowledge into the East Asian context.
He taught at Chiao Tung University (2008-2017), Tsing Hua University (1990-2008) and has
held visiting professorships at universities in China, Ethiopia, Hong Kong, Korea, Singapore,
Thailand, Uganda, and the U.S. He is a core member of Bandung School Prep Committee,
a founding member of the Inter-Asia Cultural Studies Society, and a founding President of
Cultural Studies Association, Taiwan.

We will examine some Foucaultian-inspired scholarship,
old and new, from the field of education and the humanities, to pose a different set of
questions about issues and ethics related to fieldwork. Participants should have a basic
or emergent awareness of Foucault's work and should bring research transcripts (shared
or individual) to the session. The bulk of the workshop will be devoted to small group
discussion focused on “sticking points” in your research—difficult aspects that are hard
to get beyond - and how a variety of approaches/challenges to representation, truth-
production, discourse and knowledge, etc, can help shape different orientations to the
research narratives generated.

Curriculum (Routledge, 2022)

This thought-provoking book on transculturalism, cultural identities, and curriculum
is intended to benefit educators, university faculty, and interested members of the public. It
is written for those who have the desire to learn and apply diverse approaches for engaging
with cultural identities through lived experience and its sociopolitical interpretation.

Dr. Seungho Moon is a Professor of Curriculum Studies at Loyola University Chicago.
Seungho is an international board member for Educational Philosophy and Theory and
associate editor for Multicultural Education Review. Currently, he is the chair of AERA's
Confucianism, Taoism, and Buddhism in Education (CTBE) SIG. Seungho has published
two peer reviewed academic books: Three Approaches to Qualitative Research through
the ARtS Initiative: Narratives of Teaching for Social Justice (Moon, 2019). He co-published
The Curriculum Foundations Reader, addressing historical analysis on major curriculum
issues, including choice, resistance, voice, and language (Ryan, Tocci, and Moon, 2020).
He published more than 40 peer-reviewed journal articles and other scholarly work.
Seungho grew up in South Korea and studied philosophy (minor in theology), educational
foundation, and curriculum & pedagogy. He earned his doctorate at Teachers College,
Columbia University.

International Perspectives on English Private Tutoring: Theories,
practices, and policies

In this book talk, we will share our experience of preparing for the publication of
the book from the editors' perspective. This book project is the first of its kind in shadow
education with a focus on language teaching and learning. Private tutoring has become
a popular out-of-school learning activity worldwide (Hajar, 2018; Yung, 2015). It is widely
known as shadow education particularly in the comparative education literature because
it operates alongside regular schooling and to some extent mimics its curriculum (Yung &
Bray, 2017). Research in private tutoring sheds light on the world of shadow education that
exists beyond the boundaries of mainstream classroom settings. Around the world, English
language is found to be one of the most popularly enrolled subjects in private tutoring,
including both English as a first language and English as an additional language contexts.
Despite its popularity and implications for theories, practices and policies, research on
English private tutoring (EPT) "is still in its infancy" (Yung, 2020, p. 883). In this connection,
with the focus on EPT, this project aims to bridge the fields of applied linguistics and
comparative education and open up an agenda for discussion in theories, practices and
policies.

Kevin Wai-Ho Yung is an Assistant Professor at the Department of Curriculum and
Instruction, The Education University of Hong Kong. His research focuses on English private
tutoring, second language motivation, learner agency, English language curriculum and
assessment. He is interested in the washback of shadow education on English language
teaching and learning. His publications on English private tutoring have appeared in
international journals such as Asia Pacific Journal of Education, Discourse, Educational
Studies, International Journal of Educational Development, Journal of Multilingual and
Multicultural Development, Language Teaching Research, System and TESOL Quarterly.

Anas Hajar is a graduate of Warwick University holding a PhD in Language
Education. He worked as a Postdoctoral Research and Teaching Fellow at Warwick,
Coventry and Christ Church Universities in the UK and at the Chinese University of Hong
Kong in Hong Kong SAR. He is currently an Assistant Professor of Multilingual Education
at Nazarbayev University in Kazakhstan. He is particularly interested in motivational
issues in language learning and intercultural engagement. He also works in the areas
of internationalization and education abroad, language learning strategies and shadow
education.
